Requirements for Incoming Certificates to Yale University

For Professional Service Agreements (rev. 2/2010)
ARTICLE 5.        LIABILITY AND INSURANCE
5.1   Insurance.  At all times during its performance under this Agreement, Consultant shall obtain and keep in force:

(a) Comprehensive General Liability insurance against all claims of bodily injury, death, or property damage with a combined single limit of $2,000,000 each occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate; 
(b)  Workers’ Compensation within statutory limits;  
(c)  Comprehensive  automobile  liability insurance, if  applicable, with limits of $2,000,000 each person, $2,000,000 each occurrence
(d) Errors and Omissions insurance with limits of $1,000,000 per claim, $1,000,000 aggregate, if applicable. 
All such certificates evidencing such insurance shall name the University as an additional insured.  Upon request by the University, Consultant shall provide all such certificates to the University Office of Risk Management prior to commencement of services or delivery of goods.

 All insurance carriers must be rated A- or better by AM Best

Thirty days notice of cancellation is required on all policies

A description of the service provided and anticipated dates on campus must be shown on the certificate of insurance.
